The S.T.A.R. Book is a three ring binder that your child will use everyday. The purpose is to aid in the development of organizational skills and foster responsibility. Third grade is a transitional year, and it is important to keep the lines of communication between home and school open. This book is a way of helping your child become accountable for those communications. The focus is to eliminate lost notes, money, calendars, newsletters, and homework, as well as keep parents and students informed of important events and academic progress. So, if you want the stars in your child’s eyes to twinkle brightly, check out your child’s S.T.A.R. Book each and every day! 
Here’s what you’ll find inside:

· S.T.A.R. Bucks Pouch     From time to time you may need to send money to school for  
      book club orders, lunch, field trips, etc. Please use the zippered pouch to send money to   

            school. Please do not use this pouch for school supplies as it is not durable enough for  
            everyday use.
· Homework     This pocket will contain any homework that is assigned during the week. 
      Completed homework should be returned to school in the same pocket. Please check this  
      section daily. 
· Important Parent/Teacher Communication     This pocket is to be used to send notes to 
      the teacher that need immediate attention, such as bus changes, doctor’s appointments, 
      written excuses, urgent concerns, etc. I will also use this pocket to send you notes that 
           require immediate attention. Please check this section daily.
· S.T.A.R. Studded Work     This pocket contains graded schoolwork that may be 
      kept and admired at home. Display your child’s work, ask questions about it, and review  
      problem areas to reinforce skills. Please check this section daily and remove all items 
      from this pocket on a nightly basis.
· Journal     This pocket contains the journal your child will write in weekly to inform you of 
      what was accomplished each week in our classroom. Feel free to write and respond to 
      them. This makes it much more rewarding and the children look forward to the back and 
      forth written communication.
· Daily Reading Log     This separate folder contains a critical component of my third grade 
      program. It will hold your child’s daily reading log and take home reading book. Your child 
      will be expected to read Monday through Thursday nights and fill out the log contained in   
      this folder. Your child may read picture books or chapter books. Please sign the log after   
      they have completed their nightly reading.
· Miscellaneous Items     In the plastic sleeves you will find items that you may want to refer 
      to from time to time. Examples of these may include specials schedule, class lists, class 
      handbook, etc. Please leave these papers in the page protectors throughout the school 
      year.

· Do take very good care of your S.T.A.R. Book because we will be using it all year long. 
· Do take your S.T.A.R. Book home every day and bring it back to school the next morning. 

· Do show your parents your S.T.A.R. Book every night and go over any homework or  
      returned work with them. 

· Do remember to put your homework back inside your S.T.A.R. Book.
