Types of Writing to be Placed in the Folder

Students will write for a variety of purposes as reflected in the four New York State Learning Standards. The standards are as follows:

Standard 1: 
· Students will read, write, listen, and speak for information and understanding.

· As listeners and readers, students will collect data, facts, and ideas; discover relationships, concepts, and generalizations; and use knowledge generated from oral, written, and electronically produced texts. As speakers and writers they will use oral and written language to acquire, interpret, apply, and transmit information.

Standard 2:
· Students will read, write, listen, and speak for literary response and expression.
· Students will read and listen to oral, written and electronically produced texts and performances, relate texts and performances to their own lives, and develop an understanding of the diverse social, historical, and cultural dimensions the texts and performances represent. As speakers and writers, students will use oral and written language for self expression and artistic creation.

Examples of genre:
personal responses
literary analyses
explications of text



critiques

interpretations




original stories, sketches, poems, plays, literary essays

Standard 3:
· Students will read, write, listen, and speak for critical analysis and evaluation.

· As listeners and readers, students will analyze experiences, ideas, information, and issues presented by others using a variety of established criteria. As speakers and writers, they will present, in oral and written language and from a variety of perspectives, their opinions and judgments on experiences, ideas, information, and issues.

Examples of genre:
compare/contrast
persuasive essays
editorials

analyses of issues




fact/opinion

book/movie reviews
Standard 4:
· Students will read, write, listen, and speak for social interaction.

· Students will use oral and written language for effective social communication with a wide variety of people. As readers and listeners, they will use the social communications of others to enrich their understanding of people and their views.

Examples of genre:
notes


memos


thank you notes

e-mail messages




friendly letters

posters


announcements

postcards




journals/diaries
Classroom Requirements
· Writing folder will include one genre from each standard every marking period, for a total of four samples per marking period (need not be entire writing process).

· Writing will be scored using a rubric grade, or a letter grade.

· Writing will be recorded on the Student Writing Record.
· Writing will be sent home at the end of each ten week marking period.

· Writing folder will be sent home at the conclusion of the school year.

Cumulative Requirements
· A fall and spring sample will be placed in the student’s Cumulative Writing Folder, which will be in the Main Office. 

· The fall and spring samples will be completed independently using the writing process (brainstorm/prewrite,
       first draft, edit, final copy). 
· The fall and spring samples will be a true representation of the child’s present ability.

· These two pieces will be recorded on the Student Writing Record in the Cumulative Writing Folder. 
· At the conclusion of the school year, a Writing Mastery Checklist will be filled out for each student. The original will be placed in the student’s Cumulative Writing Folder, and a copy will be sent home.
